Councilmember Stan Nord requested clarification on the number of meetings the various 
Boards and Commissions will have before the Election. City Manager Pam Reece 
responded. Mr. Nord noted certain Boards and Commissions have gone vacant for some 
time without someone being appointed. Mr. Nord commented he believes this action is 
packing the Boards last minute. Mr. Nord requested Councilmembers’ interest in Tabling 
the Motion until after the Election so new Council could make the decision.  
 
Councilmember Kevin McCarthy stated that he highly disagrees with politicizing 
appointments by intentionally aligning them with politics and political cycles. Mr. 
McCarthy noted these are volunteers who give their time and services and that focus 
needs to be kept on the role of the Board or Commission and their appointments, not used 
as a political tool.  
 
Councilmember Karyn Smith stated she is adamantly opposed to postponing the 
appointment of the Boards and Commissions for political reasons. Ms. Smith noted she 
believes it is wrong to coast in an elected roll, noting Boards have a specific time for 
appointment, appointees are volunteers, and she admires anyone willing to step into these 
rolls.     
 
Councilmember Kathleen Lorenz stated she does not agree with postponing for three 
reasons: Boards and Commissions are designed to act and serve separate from the 
Council, politicizing the process would do more harm than good by deterring volunteers, 
and openings for positions on Boards and Commission occur all the time.      
 
Councilmember Chemberly Cummings stated she is opposed to postponing in order to 
align with a political season.  Ms. Cummings noted the action before Council are 
reappointments, not new appointments. Ms. Cummings also noted it is prudent to keep 
politics out of appointments for Boards and Commissions to encourage a wide range of 
volunteers interested to serve.   
 
Councilmember Stan Nord noted he wants to keep politics out of the process as well. Mr. 
Nord requested clarification on a specific Planning Commission reappointment and why 
someone new was not chosen. Mayor Koos responded. Mr. Nord commented he has issue 
with the appointment process and prefers Bloomington’s process. Mayor Koos 
responded. 
 
Councilmember Kevin McCarthy commented there were opportunities to contact the 
Mayor if there were questions in advance of the meeting regarding appointments.   
 
Councilmember Kathleen Lorenz indicated her disappointment in the conversation, how 
it has been political and is politicizing the process.  Mrs. Lorenz commented Mr. Nord 
has made it abundantly clear he is in support of different leadership, and it is disrespectful 
to the current Council. Mrs. Lorenz commented the Council needs to work together and 
questioned whether future appointments will be political if there is a change in 
leadership.

Background 
In May 2010, the Town Council approved the Third Amended Preliminary Subdivision Plan for The 
Vineyards, a residential subdivision at the southeast corner of Raab and Airport (Res. No. 4506). The 
amendment permitted the reconfiguration of lots and the conversion of a multifamily area into lots for 
development as R-2 Mixed Residence. 
 
Per Sec. 16.3-2.9 of the Subdivision Code, Preliminary Subdivision Plans are only valid for three years 
unless the Town Council acts to extend the time period or if a final plat has been filed, in which case the 
Preliminary Plan is valid for another three years.  The most recent final plat to be approved for The 
Vineyards was the 10th Addition in 2016 (Res. No. 5317). Because this was more than 3 years ago, the 
preliminary plan is now expired, and the developer cannot move forward with another final plat until 
the preliminary plan is reapproved. 
 
Presuming the Town Council reapproves the Third Amended Preliminary Subdivision Plan, the developer 
intends to move forward with the 11th Addition in the coming weeks.   
 
Discussion 
The Vineyards Subdivision has steadily developed over the years.  A slow-down in residential 
construction resulted in the expiration of the Preliminary Subdivision Plan.  In order to facilitate the 
build-out of this neighborhood, the Preliminary Plan must be reapproved. 

For this reason, Town staff recommends the Town Council reapprove the Third Amended Preliminary 
Subdivision Plan for Pheasant Ridge.

Community Impact 
The original water main was installed in the late 1950’s to early 1960’s as part of the Oakdale Heights 
subdivision. Water Department staff is recommending replacement of all water main installed within the 
Oakdale Heights subdivision. Replacing water main as a subdivision or entire blocks at a time match how 
the original water system was installed. This area has been the cause of some water quality complaints.  
Once complaints start in an area, they can generally spread to remaining parts of the subdivision, or 
surrounding blocks. 
 
Budget Impact 
Funds in the amount of $800,000 are budgeted for this project in account number 505-8040-434.63-90 of 
the Water Department’s FY2021-22 capital budget.

Background 
The Water Department’s FY2020-21 budget includes funds for the replacement of water main along 
Oakdale Ave, Ruston Ave, Margaret Ave and a small section along Grove Street between David Dr and 
407 S Grove Street. Existing mains on these three streets are substandard 6” cast iron water mains. 
These water mains were installed in the late 1950’s to early 1960’s as part of the Oakdale Heights 
subdivision. These mains are to be replaced with new eight-inch ductile iron water mains with new 
valves and fire hydrants. 
 
Construction plans and specifications were developed by Water Department consultant Crawford, 
Murphy and Tilly to replace approximately 2,654 feet of water main and appurtenances along Oakdale, 
Ruston, Margaret and Grove as previously outlined.  A pre-bid meeting was conducted on Tuesday, 
March 9, 2021 at 1:30 pm to review the project details and answer specific questions related to each 
project.  
 
Discussion 
Infrastructure projects of this magnitude inherently have an effect on the daily activities and operations 
of our residents.  To best allow for the timely completion of the construction activities, an A+B bidding 
arrangement was once again incorporated into the bid package. Under this arrangement, bidders were 
instructed to set the number of calendar days for the project. The number of calendar days times $500 
(B amount) was added to the base bid (A amount) to determine the low bidder. 
 
Although the contractor would only be paid for the base bid, the number of days for completion of the 
project could influence the award of the bid. In addition, the contractor is eligible for a $500 per day 
bonus, up to 15 calendar days, for early completion of the project. Conversely, the penalty for 
completion of the contract after the contracted number of days is $500 per calendar day. The maximum 
number of days allowed for completion of the contract was specified at 120 days.   
 
This type of bidding arrangement has been used successfully in the past (Ironwood, Greenbriar, 
Northtown, Linden, University, and Main Street projects) in order to emphasize the importance of 
completing the project in a timely fashion, as well as to encourage early completion of the project. 
Specifications were written so that the basis of award of the contract is based upon the total of the A 
plus B amount, however, the contractor will only be paid for the base bid and any applicable bonus for 
early completion. 
 
The Town Clerk conducted the bid opening on March 25, 2021 at 11:00 AM and six bids were received.  
A full bid tabulation is included with this report, and a basic bid summary is provided below.

In this particular scenario, the LPPP did not affect the bidding outcome.  Applying the LPPP to the A+ B 
bid amount, the adjusted amounts are as follows:

The submittal from SNC Construction, Inc. was the low bid and is 32% below the engineer’s estimate.  
Staff is therefore recommending the award of the bid to SNC Construction, Inc. at a total cost of 
$610,764.92 plus a potential bonus of $500.00 per day, up to 15 calendar days, for completion of the 
project in less than 110 days. This project is expected to commence around May 1 and conclude by 
August 31.  
 
SNC was successful bidder on the Main Street water project which Council awarded in October 2020.
